· Final Press Conference on Change your clocks / check your batteries & proper disposal of lithium-ion batteries is 10/29 at 1 PM in Easthampton.
· Reminder that reporting vaccine exemption status is an annual requirement to DPH through the RedCap portal
· Sequential Intercept Model Summit was held on 10/15 & 10/16 in Clinton.  Multi-disciplinary training program focused on ways to continually collaborate on responses to mental health / behavioral issues and overdose responses.  Pre-hospital services (fire & EMS) spoke about the growing number of Community EMS programs (ie, sharps disposal, leave behind Narcan, Narcan boxes/training, community CPR programs, and co-responder programs).  Strong emphasis from other attendees on the role of the court system, detention centers, and jail diversion programs to assist individuals with some of these challenges.
· Working on filling vacant position on the Fire Service Commission.  A letter of interest were submitted to President Purcell for consideration- Fire chief Joe Larson, Fire Chief in Warwick, for the Fire Service Commission.  Chief Larson is an FCAM member and Chief of all vol/call departments.
· ePOLST- roll outs of initial meetings have begun. Members across the state have volunteered to help trial the program.  Two pointed questions that have been asked of OEMS on this project are to provide guidance on HIPAA compliance and also login features and whether login will include an organization login or individual login.  More to follow.
